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Coat of Arms

Coat of Arms have been used throughout history to represent places, people and families. They are designs often displayed on shields, clothing and flags. They contain different things that have hidden meanings. Here is how you can make your own, to represent yourself or your family:
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Use the shield template provided, or use your own sheet of paper and draw a big shield shape that takes up most of the piece of paper.

Choose two or more colours for your shield. Try to pick colours that stand out from each other and have meaning to you. Why not use your favourite colours or your favourite sport team's colours?

Next, choose an animal or object to decorate the shield with. This animal or object should represent a value or belief that’s important to you. For example, if you think bravery is

really important, you might choose a lion. If you value loyalty might choose a dog.

Now you have chosen your objects and colours it’s time to design your shield and decide where and how many of these you want and where.
